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A young contractor friend I know recently overheard his dry-wall contractor say, “I wish I had a father like yours”. You see my friend had 
a Godly father who poured his life into his son, and taught him to build homes. A short while later the dry-wall man ended his life. “I wish I had a 
father like yours” were his last words! 

Today 27 million children go to bed at night without a father to say, “I am here, and I love you”.  The fatherless issue is a major contributor to 
suicide, crime, unwed pregnancies, and homelessness in America. 

Our foster care systems are now in maximum overload. The average foster child will go though six homes. Many will become orphans at age 18, 
when they are told, “You are now on your own”. Statistical data reports that 70% of individuals in prisons spent time in the foster care system.

 “Solid House Ministry” mission is to rise up sons, and daughters to become the future Fathers and Mothers. We are seeing many young lives 
changed, and healed; however, we are looking for many more because the need is so great. We need your help to equip the next generation to become 
these parents.

We are blessed with volunteers who are 
qualified in so many areas. We know that this is not an easy or small endeavor. With the help of many, we can accomplish miracles and change the 
lives of children. 

Solid House Ministries is coming to you on behalf of children that cry constantly for fathers and family.  We ask you to pray about helping us. We 
need both financial and physical help.
